ORDER

This resolves the motion of Mapadayonong Panaghiusa sa mga Lamad
Alang 5a Damlag (MAPALAD, hereinafter), through counsel, seeking
reconsideration of the Decision of this Office dated October 3, 2007, which
denled its appeal from the October 27, 2006 Order of the Department of
Agrarian Reform (DAR), dispositively holding as foifows:

"WHEREFORE, premises considered, the appsal is hereby DENIED. The
Petition for the Canceliation and/or Revocation of the Conversion Qgder Covering
144 Hectares of Land at San Vicente, Sumilao, Bukidnon filed by MAFPALAD as
represented by Peter Tumishay, et al., is therepy DISMISSED for lack of legal
standing by the petitioners-appeliants.”

The subject matter of the controversy Is the 144-hectare land located at
San Vicente, Sumliao, Bukidnon registered in the name of oppositor-appeliee San
Miguel Foods, Inc. (SMFI), which was acquired from the NQSR Management and
Development Corporation (NQSRMDC). Subject property was converted from
agricultural to agro-industrial, the conversion of which was upheld by the
Supreme Court in the case of Fortich vs. Corona (289 SCRA 624, 298 SCRA
678, 1998).
